ARTICLE I
TITLE AND PURPOSE

. TITLE

This Ordinance shdl be known and may be cited as the Subdivision Ordinance of the City
of Asheboro, North Caroling and may bereferred to as the Subdivision Ordinance.

1. PURPOSE

Thepurmpo< of this Ordinance is to establish procedures and standadsfor the
development and subdiision of land within theterritoria jurisdiction of the City of Asheboro,
North Carolina It isfurther designed to providefor the orderly growth and development of
Asheboro; for the coordinaion of streets and highways within proposd subdivisonswith
existing or planned streets and highways and with other public facilities; for the dedication or
reservation of recreation areas serving residents of theimmediate neghbohoodwithin the
subdivision and rights-of-way or easements for street and utility purposes, and for the
distribution of popuktion and traffic in a manne tha will avoid congestion and overcrowding
and will create conditionsessential to puldic health, safety, and the general welfare. This
Ordinance isdesigned to further facilitate adequéte provision for water, sewerage, parks,
schools, and playgrounds and also to facilitate thefurther re-subdivision of larger tracts into
small parcels of land.
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ARTICLE II
AUTHORITY AND JURISDICTION

. AUTHORITY

This Ordinance is hereby adopted unde the authority and provisionsof the General
Statutes of North Carolina Chapter 160A, Article 19, Part 2.

1. JURISDICTION
Theregulationsof this Ordinance contained herein as provided in G. S. 160A,

Article 19 shdl apply throughoutthe City of Asheboro and its extraterritorial planning
jurisdiction, asit may fromtime to time exist.
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ARTICLE III
PREREQUISITE TO PLAT RECORDATION AND
APPROVAL OF PUBLIC SERVICES

. PREREQUISITE TO PLAT RECORDATION

After the effective date of this Ordinance, each individud subdivision plat of land
within theterritorial jurisdiction of the City of Asheboro shdl be approved by the City of
Asheboro in accordance with the procedures for submission and approvd as set forth
herein.

[I. APPROVAL OF PUBLIC SERVICES

A maor subdivision preliminary plat and engineering drawingsmusg be submitted and
approved as required in this ordinance before the condruction of streets or public utilities may
begin.

A magjor subdiisionfind plat mug be submitted and approved as required in this

ordinance before the City will maintain anew street or accept a street dedication. (Amend
7/99)
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ARTICLE IV
LEGAL PROVISIONS

I. ADMINISTRATION

The Planning Director shdl bethe administrator of this Ordinance. ThePlanning
Director shdl berespongble for administering the provisionsof this Ordinance,
providing necessary materials and information to the Planning Board and City Counadl
and peformingall other duties congstent with theadministration of this Ordinance. It
shdl further betheduty of the Planning Director to enforce these regulationsand to bring
to the attention of the Asheboro City Attorney any violation or lack of compliance
herewith.

1. PROCEDURE FOR PLAT APPROVAL

After the effective date of this Ordinance, no subdivision plat of land within the
territorial jurisdiction of the City of Asheboro shdl befiled or recorded untl it has been
submitted to and approved by the City of Asheboro as set forth in Article 11, Section 1 of
this Ordinance, and until such approvd is certified in writing on theface of the plat by
the Review Officer.

1. ENFORCEMENT

A. Register of Deeds- After the effective dae of this Ordinance, the Register of
Deedsshdl notfile or record a plat of a subdivison of land located within the
territorial jurisdiction of the City of Asheboro tha has not been approved in
accordance with these provisions nor shdl the Clerk of Supeior Court order or
direct therecording of aplat if therecording would bein conflict with this

section.

B. Permits.
Within any nonPUD subdivision no Zoning Compliance Permit nor
Building Permit shdl beissued for congruction urtil afind plat and as built
daaare approved EXCEPT two (2) permits may be issued after Preliminary
Plat Approvd has been granted by City Counal to allow "Modd" structures
which shdl notbe connected to water and sewer nor receive a Certificate of
Occupancy untl find plat approvd and as built data are approved
(amened102001& 9/5/02)

Within any PUD subdivision Zoning Compliance Permits and Building Permits
may beissued prior to Find Plat CertificationaslongasaPUD Specia Use
Permit isvalid and aPreliminay Plat has been approved by the City Coundl.
(amened102001& 9/5/02)
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C. Itisaviolationof thisordinance to record any deed indicatingalotona
preliminary or sketch plat until afind plat has been recorded.

V. PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION

After the effective date of this Ordinance, any person who, bengthe owner or agent
of theowner of any land located within theterritorial jurisdiction of this Ordinance,
thereafter subdivides hisland in violation of this Ordinance or tranders or sellsland by
reference to, exhibition of, or any other uses of a plat showing a subdivison of theland
before the plat has been propely approved unde the terms of this Ordinance and
recorded in the office of the Randolph County Register of Deeds shdl beguilty of a
misdemeanor. Thedescription by metes and bourdsin theingrument of trander or other
doaument used in the process of selling or tranderring land shdl nat exempt the
transaction fromthis pendty. The City of Asheboro throughits attorney or othe official
designaed by the City Coundl, may enjoin illegd subdivision, tranger or sale of land,
and the Court shdl, uponappropriate findings issue an injundion and order requiring
the offending party to comply with the Subdivision Ordinance. Further, violators of this
Ordinance shdl be subject, uponconviction, to fine and/or imprisonment as provided by
G. S 14-4.

V. EFFECT OF PLAT APPROVAL ON DEDICATIONS

Theapprovd of aplat pursuant to this Ordinance shdl not be deemed to congitute or
effect the acceptance by the City of Asheboro of the dedication or maintenance of any
street or other ground public utility line or other public facility except as designaed on
theplat.

VI. SEPARABILITY

Should any section or provision of this Ordinance be decided by a court of
competent jurisdiction to beunoonditutiond or invalid, such decision shdl notaffect the
validity of the Ordinance as awhole or any part therein other than the part so declared to
beunmnditutiond orinvdid.

VII.VARIANCES

Where, because of severe topogmphical or other conditionspeculiar to the site, strict
adhaence to the provisionsof this Ordinance would cause an unnesessary hardship, the
City Counal uponrecommendaion of the Planning Board, may authorize avariance to
theterms of this Ordinance only to the extent tha is absolutely necessary and notto an
extent which would violate theintent of the Ordinance. All requests for variances shdl
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be submitted in writing, by the subdiider or his agent, to the Planning Department. Such
request shdl be accompanied by materias providing sufficient evidence to suppot the
claim of hardship.

VIII. AMENDMENTS

The City Coundl of the City of Asheboro may from time to time amend the terms of
this Ordinance, but no amendment shal become effective unlessit shdl have been
propo%d by or shdl have been submitted to the Planning Board for review and
recommendaion. ThePlanning Board shdl have sixty (60) days within which to submit
itsreport. 1f thePlanning Board failsto submt areport within the specified time, it shdl
be deemed to have approved the amendment.

Uponreceipt of the Planning Board'srecommendaion, or upan the expiration of the
abovementioned sixty (60) day period with no recommendaion fromthePlanning
Boad, the City Counal shdl schedule a public hearing onthe proposd amendment.
After such hearing the City Coundl may adopt, by Ordinance, amendments to this
Ordinance.

IX. ABROGATION

It is notintended tha this Ordinance repedl, abrogate, annul, impar or interfere with
any existing easements, covenants, deed restrictions, permits previoudy issued pursuant
to law or other agreements between parties, provided however, where this Ordinance
impogses greater restrictionsupontheland or requires a highe standad of development,
the provision of this Ordinance shdl goven.

X. RE-ENACTMENT AND REPEAL OF EXISTING SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE

This Ordinance in part carries forward by re-enactment some of the provisionsof the
City of Asheboro Subdivison Ordinance adopied April 10,1969,as amendel, anditis
nottheintentionto repeal butrather to re-enact and continuein force such existing
provisonsso tha al rights and liabilities tha have accrued thereunde are preserved and
may beenforced. All provisonsof the subdivision ordinance, which are notre-enacted
herein are hereby repedled. All suits at law orin equity and/or all prosecutions
resulting fromthe violation of any subdiision ordinance heretofore in effect, which are
now pending in any of the courts of this State or of the United States, shdl notbe abaed
or abandonel by reason of theadopton of this Ordinance, but shdl be prosecuted to ther
findity thesame asif this Ordinance had notbeen adopied; and any and all violationsof
the existing ordinance, prosecutionsfor which had not yet been indituted, may be
hereafter filed and prosecuted; and nothing in this Ordinance shdl be congrued asto
abandon,abae, or dismiss any litigation or prosecution now pending and/or which may
heretofore have been indituted or prosecuted.

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ARTICLE V
DEFINITIONS

.  SUBDIVISION DEFINED*

A.

Subdiision

For the purpo< of this Ordinance, "subdivison" meansall divison of atract or
parcel of landinto two or more lots, building sites, or other divisonfor the
purpose of sale or building development (whether immediate or future) and shdl
indudeall divisonsof land involving the dedication of anew street or achange
in existing streets; butthefollowingshdl na beinduded within this definition
nor be subject to the regulationsauthornzed by this Ordinance.

1. Thecombination or re-combinaion of portionsof previoudy subdivided and
recorded lots where thetotal number of lotsis nat increased and the
resultant lots are equd to or exceed the standadsof the City, as shown inits
subdiision regulations

2. thedivisonof landinto parcels greater than ten (10) acres where no street
rightof-way dedicationisinvolved,;

3. thepublic acquisition by purchase of stripsof landfor widening or opening
of streets; and

4. thedivisonof atract in single ownership whose entire areais no greater
than two (2) acresinto not more than three (3) lots, where resultant lots are
equd to or exceed the standads of the City, as shown in this Ordinance.

For the purpoe of this Ordinance, thefollowing definition also shdl notbeinduded
in theaboveddinition of a"subdivision”.

The conwyanae of landto hers for the purpose of dividing real estate amongin
said hdrs. (Thisexclusonresults fromthe North Carolina Court of Appeals
decisionin ClaudeA. Williamson, Jr., andwife Angda C. Williamson VS
Dorothy A. Avant (21 N.C. App.211)*

*This ddinitionis extracted directly fromthe North Carolina General Statutes,
Chapter 160A 376.

Minor Subdivision

For the purpo< of this Ordinance, "Minor Subdiision” shdl mean thedivision
of oneexisting tract of land into parcels, whether contiguousor not, where each
parcel or lot has therequired frontage on an existing public street right-of-way or
private access approved by the City of Asheboro. Minor subdivisionscan not
indudeany improvements listed unde Major SubdivisionO (amended 9/5/02)
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C. Maor Subdivision

For the purpoe of this Ordinance, "Major Subdivison” shdl mean thedivision

of oneexisting tract of land into parcels, whether contiguousor notwith oneor

more of thefollowing improvements proposd by the develope':

1. Creationof anew public street right-of-way or the extenson of an existing
public street rightof-way.

2. Indgallation of awater lineto be maintained by the City of Asheboro.

3. Ingallation of asewer lineand/ or sewer pump station to be maintained by
the City of Asheboro. (amend 9/5/02)

1. OTHER DEFINITIONS

For the purpo<e of this Ordinance certain wordsor terms used herein shdl be defined
asfollows:

ALLEY: A minorright-of-way privately or publicly owned, primarily for service access
to the back or side of propeties.

BUFFER STRIP AND SCREENING: A solid fence or wall, or a planted strip at least
ten (10) feet in width composed of deciduousand/or evergreen trees placed not more than
10feet apart, and nat less than one(1) row of dense shrubsspaced not more than five (5)
feet apart, which shdl be established in pepeuity by the owner of propaty whenever
required unde theterms and provisionsof this Ordinance

BUILDING INSPECTOR: Theofficer or other designaed authority charged with the
administration and enforcement of the building code, or his duly authorized representative
or agent.

BUILDING LINE: A linepaale tothefrontpropaty linein front of which no
structure shdl beerected. Such lineis established according to the Asheboro Zoning
Ordinance.

CITY: City of Asheboro, North Carolina

COLLECTOR STREET: Collector streets perform thefundion of collecting traffic
fromlocal streets and cul-de-sacs and carrying thetraffic to minor and major
thoroughfares.

CUL-DE-SAC: A cul-de-sacisashott street having but oneend open to traffic andthe
other end beng peamanently terminated and avehicular turn-aroundprovided.

DEDICATION: A gift, by theowner, or arightto use of landfor a specified purpose or

purposes. Because atrander of propeaty rightsis entailed, dedication mug be made by
written ingrument, and is completed with an acceptance.
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EASEMENT: A grant by the propety owner of a strip of land for a specified purpose
and use by public, corporation, or persons

EXTRA-TERRITORIAL AREA: Tha portion of theterritoria jurisdiction of the City
of Asheboro which lies outsidethe corporate limits of the City of Asheboro.

LOCAL STREET: A local street serves primarily to providedirect access to abutting
land and access to highe systems. It offersthelowest level of mobility and through
trafficisusudly ddiberately discouraged.

LOT: A potionof subdivision, or any othe parced of land, intended as aunit for trander
of ownership or for development or both.

LOT, FRONT OF:

Oninterior lots: thefrontof alot shdl be congruad as the portion nearest the street.

On comner lots: thefrontage of alot shdl be condrued as the shortest bounday to a street.
If thelot has equd frontage ontwo or more streets, frontage shdl be determined by the
Zoning Administrator in accordance with the prevailing building patern, or the prevailing
lotting patern, if abulding patern has not been established (frontage shdl bedeermined
at the option of the owner).

On throughlots:. all portionsadjacent to streets shdl be consdered as frontage for
regulatory purposes. If theZoning Administrator findsthat the patern of lots or the
patern of required

yards onlots adjacent to pottionsof thethroughlot, is such asto jugify theelimination of
the requirement tha more than onefrontage be provided onthelot, such additiond
frontage shdl not berequired.

LOT OF RECORD: A lot which is pat of asubdiision, aplat of which has been
recorded in the Office of the Register of Deeds of Randolph County prior to theadopion
of this Ordinance, or alot described by metes and bounds the description of which has
been so recorded prior to the adoption of the original Ordinance, dated April 10,1969.
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LOT TYPES:
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Diagram V-1
CORNER LOT: Any lot located at the intersection of two or more

streets. A lot abuting a curved street or streets shall be consdered a corner
lot if straight lines drawn from the foremog points of the sidelot lines to the
foremog point of the lot (projected if roundel) meet at an interior angle of
lessthan135degrees. (Seelots marked A in diagram V-1.)

INTERIORLOT:  Anylot other thana corner lot and abuting one street.
Alleys shall notbeconsdered asstreets for purposes of this ddfinition.

THROUGH LOT OR A" DOUBLE FRONTAGE LOT": Any lot other than
a corne lot, and with frontage on more than one street. Through lots
abuting two streets (may) shall bereferred to asdoublk-frontagelots unless a
corner lot. Alleys shall not be consdered as streets for purposes of this
ddfinition.

REVERSED FRONTAGE LOT:  Any lot on which the frontageis at right
angles or approximately right angles (interior angles less than 135 degrees)
to the general pattern in the area. A reversed frontagelot may also bein a
corne lot (A-D in diagramV-1), aninterior lot (B-D) or a throughlot (C-D).

MAJOR THOROUGHFARE: Mgjor thoroughfares congst of interstate, other freeway
and expressway links and major streets tha providefor the expeditiousmovement of
volumes of traffic within and throughurban areas. Such thoroughfares are specifically
designaed in the Thoroughfare Plan of the City of Asheboro.
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MINOR THOROUGHFARE: Minorthoroughfres are important streets in the city
system and perform the fundion of collecting traffic from collector streets and carrying it
to the mgjor thorougtfare system. Such minor thoroughfares are specifically designated in
the Thorouglfare Plan of the City of Asheboro.

OFFICIAL MAPS OR PLANS: Any mapsor plansofficially adopied by the City
Counal as aguideto the development of the City of Asheboro.

OPEN SPACE: Anarea(land andfor water) genedly lacking in manmade structures
and reserved for enjoyment in its undtered state.

PLAN: Any doaimented and approved program of recommended action, policy,
intention, etc., which sets forth gods and objectives alongwith criteria, standardsand
implementing procedures necessary for effectively guiding and controlling decisions
relative to facilitating development and growth management.

PLANNED UNIT

DEVELOPMENT: Theplannal unit developmentisause designed to providefor
developmentsincorporating a single type or a variety of residential, commercial or
indudrial and related uses which are planned and developed as a unit. Such development
may consst of individud lots or common building sites. Common land mug bean
element of theplan related to effecting thelong-term value of the entire development.
(amened102001& 9/5/02)

PLANNING BOARD: ThePlanning Board of the City of Asheboro, North Carolina

PLANNING DIRECTOR: ThePlanning Director of the City of Asheboro, North
Carolina

PLAT: A map or plan of aparce of land which isto be, or has been, subdivided.

PRIVATE DRIVEWAY: A roadway servingtwo (2) or fewer lots, building sSites or other
divison of land and notintended to be public ingress or egress.

PRIVATE STREET: An unddicated private right-of-way which affords access to
abutting properties and requires a subdivision streets disclosure statement in accordance
with G. S. 136-1026.(Amended 6/90)

PUBLIC SEWAGE

DISPOSAL SYSTEM: A system servingtwo (2) or more dwelling units and approved
by the Randolph County Health Department or the North CarolinaDepatment of
Environment and Natural Resources, Divisonof Water Qudlity.
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PUBLIC STREET: A publc right-of-way which affords access to abutting propeties
and when such right-of-ways are designaed as puldic, it shdl be presumed to be an offer
of dedication to the public.

PUBLIC WATER SUPPLY: Any water supply furnishing potable water to ten or more
residences or busnesses, or combinaion of resdences or busnesses. Approvd by the
North CarolinaDepatment of Environment and Natural Resources, Division of
Environmental Health, Public Water Supdy Section is required.

RECREATION AREA

OR PARK: Anareaof land or combination of land and water resources tha is developed
for active and/or passive recreation pursuits with variousmanmeade features that
accommodée such activities.

RESERVATION: A reservation of land does notinvolve any trander of propaty rights.
It smply conditutes an obligation to keep propaty free from development for a stated
period of time.

SINGLE-TIER LOT: A lotwhich backs uponalimited access highway, arailroad, a
physcal barier, or another type of land use and to which access fromtherear isusudly
prohibited.

SUBDIVIDER: Any peson, firm or corporation who subdvides or developsany land
deemed to bea subdiision as herein defined.

WORD INTERPRETATION:

For the purpo< of this Ordinance, certain terms and words are herein defined as follows:
Wordsused in the present tense indudethefuture tense.

Wordsused in thesingular number indudethe plural, and wordsused in theplural
number indudethesingular, unless the naural construction of thewording indicates
otherwise.

Theword "person” indudes afirm, assodation, corporation, trus, and company, as well
as an individud.

Thewords"used for" shdl indudethe meaning "designed for".

Theword "structure” shdl indudetheword "building".

Theword "lot" shdl indudethewords"plot”, "parcel”, or "tract".

Theword "shdl" is aways mandaory and not merely directory.
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ARTICLE VI
COMPLIANCE WITH OFFICIAL PLANS

THOROUGHFARE PLANS

Where a proposd subdivisionindudes any part of athorougtfare which has been
designaed as such uponthe officially adopted Thoroughfare Plan of the City of Asheboro,
such pat of such tharoughfare shdl be platted by the subdivider in thelocation shown on
theplan and at thewidth specified in this Ordinance.

1. SCHOOL PLANS

Where atract of land tha has been approved by the Asheboro City School Board of
Education or the Randolph County School Board of Education as a proposd school site
lieswholly or patialy within an area proposd to be subdivided, and provided the Board
of Eduction has notified the Planning Board and the propaty owner of its approva of the
school site prior to or within 10 days after the presentation of a sketch design plat to the
Planning Board for approvd, thesubdiwider shdl reserve the proposd school site for a
period of at least 60 daysfromthedate of approvd of the sketch design plat.

1. ZONING

Proposd subdivisions shdl comply in all respects with the requirements of the
Asheboro Zoning Ordinance in effect in the area to be subdivided except as described in
Article IX-G-1. (amended 3-91).

V. RECREATION FACILITIESAND OPEN SPACES

Where atract of landtha is an approved site for apublic Recreation facility or
Public Open Space lieswholly or partially within an area proposd to be subdiided, and
provided the Planning Board has notified the propeaty owner's of its approvd of the site
prior to or within 10 days after the presentation of the sketch design plat for Planning
Board approvd, the subdivider shdl reserve the proposd recreation site as required by
G.S. 160A-372.

V. OTHER PUBLICFACILITIES PLAN

Where a tract of land tha is an approved site for a public facility such as a fire
station, water treatment plant or other public facility lies wholly or patialy within an area
proposd to be subdivided, and provided the public agency concerned has notified the
Planning Board and the propaty owners of the approved public facilities prior to or within
10 days after the presentation of the sketch design plat to the Planning Board for approvd,
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the subdivider shdl reserve the proposd public facilities for a period of at least 60 days

fromthedae of approva of thesketch design plat.

ARTICLE VII
PROCEDURE FOR REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF
SUBDIVISION PLATS

.  MINOR SUBDIVISIONS

The City Counal of the City of Asheboro, North Carolinahereby designaesthe
Planning Department as the designaed planning agency to approve minar subdivisions
pursuant to General Statutes of North Caroling Chapter 160A, Article 19, Part 1, 361

Whenever a subdivison of landis within the definition of a"Minor Subdivision™ as
set forth in Article V of this Ordinance, the subdivider shdl submit to the Planning
Director copies of a surveyed plat which shdl meet the requirements set forth in Article
V111 of this Ordinance.

The Planning Director shdl review the plat for compliance with the requirements set
forthin Article VIII of this Ordinance. No minor subdivision plat shdl be approved
unlessit complies with all the requirements of this Ordinance.

When aminor subdiision plat has met all therequirements of this Ordinance, the
Planning Director shdl place the stamp of approvd and higher signaure ontheplat. The
stamp of approva and the signaure of the Planning Director ontheminor subdivision plat
will conditute approvd.

No building permits shdl beissued for any lotin a Minor Subdivision untl the
Planning Director isinformed of the Book and Page Number assigned the Plat by the
Register of Deeds

1. MAJOR SUBDIVISIONS

A. Sketch Design Plat
Whenever a subdiision of landis within the definition of a"Magjor Subdivision™
asset forthin Article V of this Ordinance and which is located within the
territorial jurisdiction established by Article Il of this Ordinance , the subdvider
shdl submit copies of a sketch design plat which shdl meet the requirements set
forth in Article V111 of this Ordinance to the Planning Director at least twenty
(20) days prior to aregularly scheduled meeting of the Planning Board for a
subdiision of land.
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At theregularly scheduled Planning Board meeting following submission of the
sketch design plat, the subdivider or the subdivider's authorized agent shdl
discuss the proposd development with the Planning Board and become familiar
with theregulationsaffecting theland to be subdivided.

ThePlanning Board shdl review the sketch design plat for general compliance
with therequirements of this Ordinance, and the Zoning Ordinance and any other
applicable ordinance. The Planning Board shdl advise the subdiider or the
subdiider's authorized agent of the regulationspertaining to the proposd
subdivision and the procedures to befollowed in the preparation and submission
of the preliminary and find plats. The Planning Board shdl notreview both a
Sketch Design and a Preliminary Plat at the same meeting. If a Sketch Designis
presented, then a Preliminary Plat can only bereviewed at the next regularly
scheduled Planning Board meeting. The Planning Director shdl refer copies of
the sketch design plat and all accompanying materials to those public officials
and agendes concerned with new development or those whose advice
will, in theopinion of the Planning Director, be useful to the Planning Board
induding, butnotlimited to the City Manager, the Randolph County Health
Depatment, the Asheboro and/or Randolph County Boardsof Education,
whichever is appropriate, the District Engineer of theN. C. Department of
Trangportation, the City Engineer, the City Director of Public Works, andthe
City Building Ingoector. If noresponis received from these agendes within
fifteen (15) days from thedae the Planning Director issues the plats for review,
"no comment" will berecorded astherespon.

At its next regular meeting, the Planning Board shdl review the sketch design
plat for compliance with this Ordinance and consder any recommendaions
made by public officials or agendes concerned with new development.

Uponreceipt of the sketch design with recommendationsinduding any
recommended conditionsor recommended changes from the Planning Board, the
City Counal shdl review it for compliance with the requirements of this
Ordinance and shdl consder therecommendaionsof the Planning Board and
any public official or agency concerned with new development.

The City Coundal shdl approve, approve condtionally, or disapprove the sketch
designplat.

Permanent dead-end streets shdl not exceed five hundred (500)feet in

length unless necessitated by topogiaphy or propaty configuration and shdl

be provided with aturnaround.Where a street does not extend to the
bounday of the subdivison and its continuaionis not required by the City

Counal for access to adjoining propety, itsterminusshdl notnomally be

nearer to such bounday than fifty (50) feet.

12. Street Intersection

a  Angle of Intersection. All streets shdl intersect as nearly as possible at
rightangles and no street shdl intersect at less than seventy-five (75)
degrees.

b. Spacingof Intersection. Thenumber of intersectionswith a magjor or
minor thoroughfare should be limited to a minimum number necessary
to adequaely serve nomal traffic. Thenumber and spacing of
such intersectionsshdl bedeermined by theDirector of Public
Works if within the corporate limits and the District Highway Engineer
if outsidethe corporate limits.

Pedestrian Crosswalks

Where deemed necessary by the Planning Board and approved by the City
Coundl adedicated pedestrian crosswalk easement at least fifteen (15) feet
in width may berequired to provide convenient public access to a public
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areasuch as apak or school or to awater area such as a stream, river, or

lake.
G. LOTS

a.  Thelot size, width, depth, shgpe and orientation, and the minimum
building setback lines shdl bein conformance with the Asheboro
Zoning Ordinance for thetype of development and use contemplated.

5. Theresulting subdivisonwill promote home owneship, or will
more likely result in improved maintenance, and econoric
produdivity of the propeaty.(Amended 3/91)

2. Utility Easements
Easements for undergroundor abovegroundutilities shdl be provided
where necessary across lots or preferably located alongrear or sidelot
lines. Easements for utilities to be maintained by the City of Asheboro shdl
have aminimumwidth of 20 feet and shdl bedesignaed "City of
Asheboro Water (or Sewer) Easement”.

PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENTS

. GENERAL

Theintent of thisarticleisto permit greater flexibility in thedesign of residential and
other developments by allowing certain variationsin lot size and design requirements and the
establishment of townhou®s and condomniums so tha open space in commonly owned
aress, tree covered and recreation areas can be provided.

[I. COORDINATION WITH THE ASHEBORO ZONING ORDINANCE
A. SitePlans
Site plansfor planned unit developments shdl meet the requirements set forth in
Article 600 (Bpecial UsesOand Section 6300Planned Unit
DevelopmentsOof the Asheboro Zoning Ordinance.

B. Design Requirements
Individud lot size may bevaried butthe overall dendty of a planned unit
development shdl not exceed the applicable zoning requirements of tha district.

C. Review Process
Planned unit development plansshdl bereviewed smultaneoudy for compliance
with this ordinance and the Asheboro Zoning Ordinance in particular, Section 630.
(amend 10/2001)
If the PUD requires review as a OnajorOsubdivision the Sketch Design Plat shdl be
propealy submitted for review by the City Coundal at the same meeting as the PUD
SUP. The Sketch Design Plat and the site plan required for the SUP may be
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combined on oneplat so longas therequirements for each are met. If thePUD
requires a Oninor subdivision the required subdivision plat shdl be propely
submitted for approvd. Approvd shdl be subject to any conditionsof the PUD SUP
and granted only after approvd of the SUP by the City Counal.

The sketch, preliminay and find plats for a planned unit development shdl meet the
requirements of this ordinance and in addition thefollowing requirementsin Section |V shal

V. OTHER REQUIREMENTS (amended 2/03)
A. CommonAreas

1. Common areas or areas notshown as lots shdl behdd in non-profit corporate
ownership by theowners of thelots within thedevelopment. Thetitle to such
common areas of propety shdl bepreserved to the perpetud bendfit of the
private propatiesin the development and shdl berestricted agang private
ownership for any other purpose.

2. Improvements may be made within the common areas provided tha maximum
coveaage of thearea shdl notexceed 25 percent of the entire common property.

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7. Inresidentiadl PUDG parking spaces for visitor and or overflow parking shdl be
ingalled which equds 10% of the total number of unitsin the project.

8. Inresidential PUD@ recreation vehicle parking / storage areas shdl be
ingalled, unless these vehicles are prohibited by covenants and restrictions
Spaces provided shdl bel2 feet by 30feet and shdl equd to10%of thetotal
number of unitsin the project.

9. Inresidential PUD@ open space and recreation space shdl be provide as
specified in Table 200-1 unde RA6 and Section 321A of the Asheboro Zoning
Ordinance. (amended 2/03)

D. Public Access, Easements, Private Party Walls

private streets or alleys, propaly restricted througha propaty owners
assodation to assure access.

inadequae design or condruction, blocking of access routes, inadequéde
maintenance, or any other factor within the control of thedevelope,
homeowne's assodation, or occupants. In no case shdl the City or the State
beresponsble for maintaining any private street. Such responsbility shdl
rest with the homeowne's assodation and occupants in that such
private streets will notbe condructed to the minimum standads sufficient to
alow ther indusonfor public maintenance.

E. LandsapePlan
A landscape plan for all planned unit developments be submitted as required by
Section 63011 of the Asheboro Zoning Ordinance.
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F. Street Trees

Street trees may be included within the public right-of-way of a public

street within a planned unit development. Street trees may be planted in a
planting strip between the sidewalk and the street. Street trees, when utilized,
shall have a minimum caliper of 2 inches measured 6 inches above the ground.
Plant materials should be selected which are appropriate to soil and site
conditions. It is recommended that species be selected which are resistant to
heat, drought, insects, and diseases and which require little maintenance.
Selected plant materials shall meet the requirements and be installed according to
ANLA (American Nursery and Landscape Association) standards.

Recommended street trees include the following (listed by common name):

Laurel Lilac
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Street trees shall be planted and maintained in accordance with design standards as shown in
Article X, Appendix A (Street Tree Cross Section). Maintenance of street trees shall be the
responsibility of the planned unit development homeowners’ association. A maintenance
agreement in perpetuity for the street trees shall be included in the homeowners’ association
documents that shall be recorded with any final plat.

The homeowners’ association shall remove, thin, prune, spray, stake, and otherwise
maintain street trees in accordance with generally accepted standards of the landscaping
industry. All incurred costs are to be borne by the homeowners’ association. The City
may remove from the public right-of-way without notice any planting or portion thereof
which in the sole discretion of the City constitutes a hazard or may endanger the public
health or safety or which constitutes an obstruction to the vision of traffic. The City does
not assume liability for street trees. The City does not assume any responsibility or
liability for the maintenance and preservation of street trees installed pursuant to this
section. If any street trees installed pursuant to this section are not maintained in
accordance with generally accepted industry standards, the city, upon thirty (30) days
written notice to the homeowners’ association, may remove the plantings from the right
of way

This subsection (Article X, Section IV.F) is an Ordinance to determine the feasibility of a system of street

tree plantings. The provisions of this subsection shall expire as of midnight, December 31, 2010 without
further action by City Council.
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ARTICLE XI
RESIDENTIAL TOWNHOUSE DEVELOPMENTS

. GENERAL
Theintent of thisarticle isto permit greater flexibility in thedesign of residentia
neighboihoodsby providing for the establishment of townhou® developments.

[I. COORDINATION WITH THE ASHEBORO ZONING ORDINANCE
A. SitePlans
Site plansfor Resdential Townhou® Developments shdl meet the requirements set
forth in Article 600 GBpecial UsesOand Section 648 (Residential Townhous
Developmentsin the B3 DistrictOof the Asheboro Zoning Ordinance.

B. Design Requirements
Individud lot size may bevaried butthe overall densty and permitted dwelling type
within a Residential Townhou® Developments shdl not exceed the applicable
zoning requirements of thedistrict in which the development islocated.

C. Review Process
Residential Townhou® Development plansshdl bereviewed smultaneoudy for
compliance with this ordinance and the Asheboro Zoning Ordinance in paticular,
Section 648. If theResidentia Townhoug Development requiresreview as a
OnajorOsubdivision the Sketch Design Plat shdl be propealy submitted for review by
the City Coundl at the same meeting as the Residential Townhou® Development
SUP. The Sketch Design Plat and the site plan required for the SUP may be
combined on oneplat so longas therequirements for each are met. If the Residentia
Townhoug Development requires a Gninar subdivisionGthe required subdivision
plat shdl be propealy submitted for approvd. Approvd shdl be subject to any
conditionsof the Residential Townhou® Development@ SUP and granted only after
approvd of the SUP by the City Counal.

I1l. PLAT REQUIREMENTS
Thesketch, preliminary andfind plats for a Residential Townhoug Developments shall
meet the requirements of this ordinance.

V. OTHER REQUIREMENTS
A. CommonAreas
1. Common areas or areas notshown aslots shdl behdd in non-profit corporate
ownership by theowners of thelots within thedevelopment. Thetitle to such
common areas of propety shdl bepreserved to the perpetud bendfit of the
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private propatiesin the development and shdl berestricted agang private
ownership for any other purpo<.

2. Improvements may be made within the common areas provided tha open space
requirements as set forth in the Asheboro Zoning Ordinance are met.

3. Thedevelope shdl submit and after approvd by the City Counadl, record a
declaration of the covenants and restrictionsthat govern the ownership,
management and maintenance of the common area and the ownership and
maintenance of private streets and dleys, if any.

7. InResdentia Townhoug Developments paking spaces for visitor and or
oveflow parking shdl beingalled which equds 20% of thetotal number of
unitsin the project, except no additiond parkingis required for Town Home
Development( located within a B3 zoning district.

8. InResdential Townhou® Developments recreation vehicle parking/ storage
areas shdl beingalled, unless these vehicles are prohibited by covenants and
restrictions Spaces provided shdl bel2 feet by 30feet and shdl equd to20%o0f
thetotal number of unitsin the project. No recreation vehicle parking/ storage
areas are required for Residential Townhou® Developments located within a B3
zoning district, such projects shdl prohibit recreation vehicle parking/ storage
by covenants and restrictionsor restrict such parking / storageto completely
endosed structures.

9. Inall resdentia zoning districts Residential Townhouse Devel opments shdl
provide open space and recreation space as specified in Table 200-1, unde the
RAG district, and Section 321A of the Asheboro Zoning Ordinance.

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ARTICLE XII
Recreationd Vehicle Resorts
GENERAL

Theintent of this article is to permit greater flexibility in the design of the subdivided
portionsof Recreationd Vehicle Resorts (as defined in Section 649 of the Asheboro Zoning
ordinance) by alowing certain variations in lot size and design requirements and the
establishment of open space.
Il. COORDINATION WITH THE ASHEBORO ZONING ORDINANCE

A. SitePlans

Site plans for Recreationd Vehicle Resorts shal meet the requirements set forth in

Article 600 CBpecia UsesO Section 649 (Recreationd Vehicle ResortsO of the

Asheboro Zoning Ordinance.

B. Design Reguirements

Individud lot size and the overall dengty of Recreationd Vehicle Resorts shdl meet
the requirements established in Article 600 Section 649 of the Asheboro Zoning
Ordinance.

C. Review Process

Recreationd Vehicle Resort plans shdl be reviewed smultaneoudy for compliance
with this Ordinance and the Asheboro Zoning Ordinance, in particular Section 649. If
the Recreationd Vehicle Resort requires review as a GnagjorOsubdivision, the Sketch
Design Plat shdl be propealy submitted for review by the City Courcil at the same
meeting as the Recreationd Vehicle Resorts SUP. The Sketch Design Plat and the site
plan required for the SUP may be combined onone plat so longas the requirements for
each are met. |f the Recreationd Vehicle Resort requires a GninorOsubdivision, the
required subdivision plat shdl be propealy submitted for approvd. Approvd shdl be
subject to any conditions of the Recreationd Vehicle Resorts SUP and granted only
after approvd of the SUP by the City Counal.

[1. PLAT REQUIREMENTS
The Sketch, Preliminay and Find plats for Recreationd Vehicle Resorts shdl meet

therequirements of this ordinance and, in addition, therequirementsin Section 1V bdow shdl
be met.
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OTHER REQUIREMENTS

Open space and recreation space shdl be as per Article 600 Section 649 of the
Asheboro Zoning Ordinance.

| mprovements

All improvements required in this ordinance shdl apply to Recreationd Vehicle
Resorts regardless of private ownership of streets and utilities, except:

Private streets shdl be designed and built according to thelatest revision of the
NC DOT Subdvision Roads Minimum Condruction Standads manud. Curb
and gutter is not a requirement for private streets within RV Resorts. Public
streets shdl be designed and built according to the Standadsin Article IX of
this Ordinance.

The street layout of the development shdl be in conformity with the Asheboro
Thoroughfare Plan and:

a. Whee a proposd development will extend an existing public street, such
extenson shdl be a public street unless it is an existing dead end street
not necessary for access to adjacent propaty.

b. Where athroughstreet is required to provide access to adjacent propaties
or for genera pulic usefulness, such street shdl be apublic street.

Sidewalks or greenway pathstha meet ADA standards shdl connect the resort
office, resort store, recreation areas, overflow paking, storage areas, and all
other resort amenities.

Street lights shdl be indalled which meet the design standads of the City of
Asheboro street lighting policy.

Access to and Maintenance of Improvements and Common Areas

As provided by law, when a plat isrecorded tha creates individud lots within a
Recreation Vehicle Resort, and lots are sold in reference to such plat, then each
purchaser of such lots (and thar successors) has a propaty interest in the
naure of an easement in and to all streets, alleys, and other common propety
shown on such plat.

Prior to find plat approvd, the developa of the subdivided portion of a
Recreationd Vehicle Resort shdl (i) establish an incorporated propety owners
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assodation to which all owners of lots with the Resort mus bd ong by virtue of
thar ownership within the subdvision, and (ii) record a set of restrictive
covenants tha provides that all owners of lots within the subdivision shdl have
access to the streets, alleys, and other common areas within the subdivision and
tha obligaes each ot owner to pay dues or assessments to the propaty owne's
assodation sufficient to cover the cog of maintaining all such common areas
and facilities not dedicated to the pubic.

3. If the lots within the subdivided portion of a Recreationd Vehicle Resort are to
be served by private streets, thefind plat shdl so indicate and shdl specify tha
maintenance of such streets will be the responsibility of the propaty owners
assodation. The plat shdl reference the book and page where the covenants
described abovein subsection C.2 are recorded.

4. In developments containing private streets or aleys, arelease of liability shdl be
induded in the recorded covenants and restrictions which releases the City of
Asheboro from any liability resulting from utility maintenance, garbage
collection, and responsbility for failing to provide any emergency or regular
fire, police or other public service to such developments or ther occupants
when such failure is dueto the lack of access to such areas dueto inadequae
design or construction, blocking of access routes, inadequae maintenance, or
any other factor within the control of the developer, homeownersOassodation,
or occupants. In no case shdl the City or the State be responsble for
maintaining any private street. As provided above, such responsbility shdl
rest with the propety owners association and occupants in tha such private
streets will not be congructed to the minimum standads sufficient to allow
thar indugonfor publc maintenance.
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
